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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION relating to the population data to be used by the General Assembly in performing intrastate redistricting following the 2000 Census.

WHEREAS, a complete and accurate count of all persons in the United States of America is vital to the interests of the people of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, past censuses have been significantly inaccurate despite the good faith efforts of the Census Bureau and its personnel; and

WHEREAS, recent federal decennial censuses, including the 1990 Census, significantly undercounted millions of Americans and overcounted millions of others; and

WHEREAS, the U.S. Census Bureau has reported that the 1990 Census undercounted 8.4 million persons and overcounted 4.4 million others; and

WHEREAS, the Census Bureau reports that 60,748 Kentuckians were missed in the 1990 Census; and

WHEREAS, the census undercount has a disproportionate impact on children and minorities; and

WHEREAS, the United State Government asked the National Academy of Sciences to devise a method for conducting the 2000 Census that would be more accurate that past efforts, and the National Academy has done so; and

WHEREAS, the Census Bureau has initiated plans to conduct the 2000 federal census using modern, scientific methods that will produce a more accurate count of the nation's population;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the House of Representatives concurring therein:

Section 1.   That the General Assembly intends that the more accurate population figures obtained through modern, scientific methods be used in intrastate redistricting following the 2000 Census.

Section 2.   That the Legislative Research Commission is directed to use the more accurate, adjusted population data in analyzing and reporting on all post-2000 Census intrastate redistricting proposals considered by the General Assembly.
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
