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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION requesting the Legislative Research Commission to direct that a study be conducted to determine the feasibility of establishing a Museum of Kentucky Agriculture.

WHEREAS, the history of the Commonwealth is rooted in an agricultural heritage; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky agriculture has flavored the values, concerns, and lifestyles of the people of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the agricultural industry continues to play a dynamic role in the lives of rural Kentuckians and the economic viability of the state and will continue to do so into the future;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the House of Representatives concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Legislative Research Commission is requested to direct that a study be conducted to determine the feasibility of establishing in Frankfort a Museum of Kentucky Agriculture. The study shall provide information on but not be limited to: the potential sites for an agriculture museum in Frankfort, the sources for funding, both public and private, of planning for, construction of, and operating an agriculture museum, the management structure of the museum, and the public mission of the museum.

Section 2.   The study shall be conducted with the assistance of the Department of Agriculture, the College of Agriculture at the University of Kentucky, and the Kentucky Historical Society.

Section 3.   The study findings and recommendations shall be reported to the Legislative Research Commission not later than September 30, 2001.

Section 4.   Provisions of this resolution to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date.
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
