MEASURE'S PURPOSE: The purpose of SJR 57/GA is to request the Kentucky Board of Education and the Department of Education to address the suppression and censorship of American history regarding Judeo-Christianity's influence on Colonial America and on the development of American law and civil government by encouraging teachers and school administrators to implement KRS 158.195 and post and teach from historic displays of original documents that reflect this history and may also include the Ten Commandments as the rule of colonial courts and the precedent legal code upon which the civil government and laws of the Commonwealth and the Republic were founded.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  SJR 57/GA encourages teachers and school administrators to implement KRS 158.195 and post and teach from historic displays of original documents which reflect this history and which may also include the Ten Commandments as the rule of colonial courts and the precedent legal code upon which the civil government and laws of the Commonwealth and the Republic were founded; requires the Department of Education to electronically send copies of KRS 158.195 and SJR 57/GA to all public schools across the Commonwealth; states historical documents and other source documents, including the Ten Commandments. may be read, taught from, and prominently displayed in the entry hall or foyer of Kentucky public schools as well as classrooms; requires public schools posting a historic display to accompany it with copies of KRS 158.195 and SJR 57/GA; requires the Department of Education to report annually on implementation to the Legislative Research Commission.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The actual fiscal impact of SJR 57/GA is indeterminable due to the inability to predict the number of public schools that would choose to post a historic display, including the Ten Commandments.  Although the actual fiscal impact is indeterminable, the following cost elements are provided:

SJR 57/GA requires the Department of Education to electronically send copies of KRS 158.195 and SJR 57/GA to all public schools for distribution to all teachers and school administrators across the Commonwealth.  The electronic notification to all schools is possible through the Kentucky Education Technology System (KETS) at no cost.

Pursuant to the passage of SJR 57/GA, historical documents and other original source documents, including the Ten Commandments, may be read, taught from, and prominently displayed in the entry hall or foyer of Kentucky public schools as well as classrooms.  The costs of posting and maintaining a historic display (including KRS 158.195 and SJR 57/GA) could be funded, in whole or in part, by voluntary private contributions.  However, it is not possible to estimate the number of public schools that would choose to post a historic display within their school, making the fiscal impact indeterminable.
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
