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A RESOLUTION requesting the Supreme Court of Kentucky to adopt rules relating to speedy hearings in child custody violation cases.

WHEREAS, children are frequently used as pawns in child custody cases; and

WHEREAS, violations of child custody such as denial of custody child the other party must continue to pay child support, cause tensions, violence, and sometimes death; and

WHEREAS, it is particularly frustrating to the aggrieved party that access to the courts in these cases may be delayed due to the court's not being sensitive to the needs of the parties and particularly to the children;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Supreme Court of Kentucky is strongly urged to adopt a rule or rules, as necessary, to ensure prompt access to the courts and prompt solution of violations in cases where child custody orders or agreements are violated, particularly where the violation is a continuing one.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the Senate is directed to send copies of this Resolution to each Justice of the Supreme Court of Kentucky and to the Clerk of the Supreme Court of Kentucky.
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
