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A RESOLUTION urging cities, counties, and special districts to merge services and service delivery systems. 

WHEREAS, cities, counties, and special districts serve Kentucky's citizens by providing services essential to their well being, safety, and quality of life; and

WHEREAS, in some areas of the state the types of services provided and the service areas of special districts and other local governments have grown to a point where there are numerous entities providing the same services or overlapping services in different parts of a county; and

WHEREAS, the overlapping of services and service delivery systems mean that different areas of a county may receive different levels and qualities of service, thus making a comprehensive and efficient system of service delivery impossible; and

WHEREAS, the overlapping of services and service delivery systems in some counties makes it difficult for local governments to provide sufficient funding, sometimes leaving residents little choice with regard to the delivery of essential services; and

WHEREAS, it has been demonstrated that the merger of services between cities, counties, and special districts often makes for more cost-efficient and effective service provision that results in a better quality of life for our citizens; and 

WHEREAS, single, unified services eliminate overhead and duplication of efforts;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body urges cities, counties, and special districts to merge their services and corresponding service delivery systems whenever possible in order to avoid the loss of valuable resources, limited governmental funding, and the duplication of essential governmental services.
