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A RESOLUTION encouraging the Legislative Research Commission to undertake a study to develop a uniform indexing system to be used by Kentucky county clerks.

WHEREAS, at present, indexing of documents filed in the county clerks' offices is largely left up to the clerks themselves; and

WHEREAS, there is an unprecedented volume of documents being filed with the county clerks; and

WHEREAS, over time this volume of documents will only increase, making research and retrieval of these documents more laborious, increasing the chances of error and the costs of storage, whether physically or electronically; and

WHEREAS, a uniform system of indexing would ease the reading, research, retrieval, and storage of those documents;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Legislative Research Commission is encouraged to create and appoint an advisory committee to undertake a study to develop a proposal for the creation of a uniform indexing system for the filing of legal documents to be used by Kentucky county clerks.

Section 2.   The advisory committee should consist of:

(1)
The chairs of the Interim Joint Committee on Local Government;

(2)
The chairs of the Interim Joint Committee on State Government;

(3)
The chair of the Government Contract Review Committee;

(4)
Two representatives of the Governor's Office;

(5)
Four representatives of the Kentucky County Clerks Association;

(6)
Two representatives of the Kentucky Bar Association;

(7)
Two representatives of the Kentucky Association of Realtors;

(8)
Two representatives of the Kentucky Bankers Association;

(9)
Two representatives of the Department for Libraries and Archives;

(10)
Two representatives of the Department of Information Systems;

(11)
Two representatives of the Department for Local Government; and

(12)
Two representatives of the Administrative Office of the Courts.

Section 3.   The committee should be co-chaired by the chairs of the Interim Joint Committee on Local Government.
Section 4.   Given the importance and urgency of unifying the indexing system, the advisory committee should present its report to the Legislative Research Commission by April 1, 2001.

Section 5.   Provisions of this resolution to the contrary notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date.
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
