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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Wayne County and the City of Monticello upon the occasion of their Bicentennial Celebration on October 7-14, 2000.

WHEREAS, Wayne County was established in 1800 and is located in the Lake Cumberland area of the south central part of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; was formed from land that earlier was part of both Pulaski and Cumberland counties, and is bordered on the south by the state of Tennessee, with the southeast corner being part of the Daniel Boone National Forest, and to the north by Lake Cumberland which has an important impact on the county and its citizenry; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Monticello, laid out in January, 1802, is the county seat of Wayne County and was named in honor of Thomas Jefferson's home in Virginia; and

WHEREAS, Wayne County was named in honor of General "Mad Anthony" Wayne who was a Revolutionary War hero and a famed Indian fighter; who earned the nickname "Mad Anthony" as a result of several unorthodox, but successful, engagements with the British during the Revolutionary War, and regained fame by subduing the Indians at the Battle of Fallen Timbers; and

WHEREAS, the people of Wayne County will be participating in a week-long bicentennial celebration from October 7 to 14, 2000, that will begin with the Chamber of Commerce's "Old Fashion Days Celebration" and will conclude with a parade through Monticello; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of Wayne County and the City of Monticello are proud of their rich heritage, and the contributions Wayne County has made to this Commonwealth these two hundred years of their existence;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of this Senate, in recognition of the two-hundredth anniversary celebration of Wayne County and the City of Monticello, and in further recognition of the social, cultural, educational, and economic advancements of Wayne County and the City of Monticello throughout the course of these two hundred years, join the fine citizenry of that fair county and notable city in their bicentennial celebration during the week of October 7 to 14, 2000.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Wayne County and the City of Monticello and their jubilant two-hundred year bicentennial celebration.
