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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Wendell P. Butler.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to our friend and colleague, Wendell P. Butler, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Wendell P. Butler was born on December 18, 1912, a native of Metcalfe County, and longtime resident of Frankfort, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on January 21, 2000; and

WHEREAS, Wendell P. Butler was the loving son of the late Pearl Pendleton Butler and Henry Butler; he was the devoted husband of Edna Ford Butler, who preceded him in death; he was the loving father of three sons, Kendell Butler, Rendell Butler, and Wendell F. Butler; and he was the proud grandfather of three granddaughters, Kendra Alexis Miller, Erica Nicole Butler, and Bethany Gaile Butler, and a great-grandson, Nicolas Miller; and

WHEREAS, in 1936, Wendell P. Butler graduated from Western Kentucky Teachers College in Bowling Green, Kentucky, and he earned his Master's Degree and Ph.D. in Education Administration from the University of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Wendell P. Butler served his country with distinction in the United States Navy during World War II, and he was the recipient of the Bronze Star medal; and

WHEREAS, beginning in 1948, Wendell P. Butler served his constituents from the 9th Senatorial District with pride for four terms, and he served as Commissioner of Agriculture for two terms; he served as state School Superintendent and he was elected to three terms as state Superintendent of Public Instruction; and in 1976, he was appointed by Governor Julian Carroll to serve as Secretary of the Education and Arts Cabinet; and

WHEREAS, during Wendell P. Butler's impressive career, he was honored by 25 state agricultural agencies for his contributions as a leader; and he was the recipient of an honorary degree from Morehead State University for his efforts in bringing the North American International Livestock Exposition to Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, because of his many contributions to the citizens of this great Commonwealth, Wendell P. Butler lay in state in the Capitol Rotunda on Monday, January 24, 2000; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Wendell P. Butler has left a void that will be difficult to fill, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Wendell P. Butler, and extends to his family and friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
