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A RESOLUTION honoring the one hundredth anniversary of the Veterans of Foreign Wars.

WHEREAS, the earliest traces of the Veterans of Foreign Wars can be traced back to 1899 after the end of the Spanish-American war; and

WHEREAS, the Veterans of Foreign Wars was formed as the first group to bring to light the needs and concerns of our brave and patriotic war veterans; and

WHEREAS, before the inception of the Veterans of Foreign Wars, the United States government provided little to its veterans in regard to care or benefits; and

WHEREAS, the Veterans of Foreign Wars was highly instrumental in starting the United States Veterans Bureau, which later became the Department of Veterans Affairs in the President's cabinet, which is another notable accomplishment of this organization; and

WHEREAS, throughout this war torn century the Veterans of Foreign Wars has grown in size and influence; and 

WHEREAS, the Veterans of Foreign Wars has led the way in proposing legislation and lobbying Congress for its passage; and

WHEREAS, today with over two million members nationally, the Veterans of Foreign Wars offers its services to members and nonmembers alike, as it continues to fulfill the commitment adopted by its founders in 1899, "Honor The Dead By Helping The Living";

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate applauds and recognizes the important and diverse role that the Veterans of Foreign Wars play, not only in the Commonwealth of Kentucky, but also nationally and internationally.

Section 2.   This honorable body recognizes this organization and salutes it for dedicated efforts on behalf of our brave veterans who have gone abroad to defend our international interests.

Section 3.   When this honorable body adjourns, it does so in honor and recognition of the great endeavors and exploits that have been accomplished by this noteworthy organizations.
