With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Iris Reed Barrett, and we pause in silent reverence for her soul.

WHEREAS, Iris Reed Barrett was born on April 8, 1917, a native of Brownsville, Kentucky, and longtime resident of Frankfort, and she traversed these earthly bounds on March 18, 1999; and

WHEREAS, Iris Reed Barrett was the loving daughter of the late Noah E. and Mary Day Reed, she was the caring sister of the late Clyde E. Reed, Earl C. Reed, Nelda E. Reed, and Wilma R. Mimms, and she was the half-sister of N.E. Reed; and

WHEREAS, Iris Reed Barrett was the devoted wife of Charles F. Barrett, and she was the adored mother of two sons, Charles R. Barrett of Bogota, Colombia, and William C. Barrett of Lawrenceburg, Kentucky, and two daughters, Marilyn B. Judy and Jeannette R. Barrett, both of Frankfort, and she was the proud grandmother of four grandchildren and a great-grandchild; and

WHEREAS, Iris Reed Barrett was a graduate of the old Jefferson School of Law in Louisville and she worked in the Attorney General's office, the law office of Smith, Reed and Yessin, and the state highway, insurance, and finance departments; she was executive secretary to Lt. Governor Harry Lee Waterfield, clerk of Selective Service, and founding executive director of the Occupational Safety and Health Review Commission; she served as an elected board member of the Kentucky State Retirement System, and she was journal clerk of the state Senate for 40 years; and

WHEREAS, Iris Reed Barrett was recognized by the University of Louisville in 1998 as the "Pioneer Woman in Law" with more than 50 years of service; she was a devout member of Immanuel Baptist Church where she served as church clerk for 37 years, youth department leader, choir member, and member of WMU; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Iris Reed Barrett has left a void that will be difficult to fill, and she is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
