On page 5, after line 19, by adding:

"SECTION 4.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 367 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section, unless the context requires otherwise:
(a)
"Consumer reporting agency" means any person which, for monetary fees, dues, or on a cooperative nonprofit basis, regularly engages in whole or in part in the practice of assembling or evaluating consumer credit information or other information on consumers for the purpose of furnishing consumer reports to third parties, and which uses any means or facility of interstate commerce for the purpose of preparing or furnishing consumer reports; and
(b)
"Consumer report" has the meaning provided in 15 U.S.C. sec. 1681a.
(2)
All inquiries made by a motor vehicle insurance company to a consumer reporting agency about the credit history of a consumer within a ninety (90) day period shall be treated by the consumer reporting agency as one (1) inquiry for the purposes of determining the credit score of the consumer who is the subject of the inquiries.
(3)
All inquiries made by a motor vehicle dealer to a consumer reporting agency about the credit history of a consumer within a ninety (90) day period shall be treated by the consumer reporting agency as one (1) inquiry for the purposes of determining the credit score of the consumer who is the subject of the inquiries.".
