PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure would create a new section of Subtitle 39 of KRS Chapter 304 to create the offense of operating an uninsured motor vehicle; provide that the operator of a vehicle has the duty to ascertain if it is insured; provide the same penalties as for the owner of an uninsured vehicle.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 151 is indeterminable but would likely be minimal.  The measure creates the offense of operating an uninsured motor vehicle.  Under the measure an operator of a motor vehicle has the duty to ascertain if the vehicle is insured and provide the same penalties as for the owner of an uninsured vehicle.  The measure allows an affirmative defense if the defendant had personal insurance or other security.

Interviewees indicated the measure would likely have a minimal fiscal impact.  Minimal training would be required to comply with the measure.  Many of the current duties regarding insurance compliance are reflected in this measure, therefore minimal additional duties would be required for compliance.  Court time of law enforcement officers could decrease with the enactment of this measure
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
