Create new sections of KRS Chapter 367 to regulate telemarketing and telemarketers, establish a no-call list; establish prohibited practices; repeal KRS 367.46951 to 367.46999, relating to telemarketing.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill creates a Class D felony for violation of the numerous sections of the bill.   With no historical base, the Department estimates that passage of the bill could result in one additional felony conviction per year with a one-year sentence. 



Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the assumptions cited above, the incarceration of one additional inmate per year with a one-year sentence would result in actual time served of an average of 8 months.  This would result in a cost to the Department of Corrections in FY02 of $12,000; a cost of $12,200 in FY03; and $12,450 in FY04.
