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AN ACT relating to the reallocation of appropriations from the Office of the Lieutenant Governor to the Governor's Office of Veterans' Affairs providing financing for the World War II War Memorial in Washington D.C.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   Notwithstanding the provisions of 2000 Kentucky Acts Chapter 549, (House Bill 502), fifty-one thousand nine hundred dollars ($51,900) in fiscal year 2001-2002 of the General Fund allotment to the Office of the Lieutenant Governor in PART I, OPERATING BUDGET, Section A. GOVERNMENT OPERATIONS, 1. EXECUTIVE OFFICE OF THE GOVERNOR, is reallocated and appropriated in fiscal year 2001-2002 for operating costs for the Eastern Kentucky and Western Kentucky Veteran's Centers, acquisition costs for proposed veteran's cemeteries at Fort Knox and Williamstown, and other operating expenses of the Governor's Office of Veteran's Affairs in PART I, OPERATING BUDGET, Section A. GOVERNMENT OPERATIONS, 3. GOVERNOR'S OFFICE OF VETERANS' AFFAIRS.

Section 2.   The provisions of this Act shall prevail over any conflicting provision of the 2000 Kentucky Acts Chapter 525 (House Joint Resolution 83), the 2000-02 State/Executive Budget Memorandum.
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
