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AN ACT relating to reorganization.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The General Assembly hereby confirms Executive Order 2000-1624, dated December 29, 2000, which creates the Office of Minority Health within the Office of the Secretary of the Cabinet for Health Services. The Office of Minority Health shall be responsible for the following:

(1)
Serving as a repository for data and information relating to the physical and mental health of minorities;

(2)
Analyzing and communicating trends in physical and mental health issues for minority populations;

(3)
Recommending to the Cabinet for Health Services and any advisory committee on health data those elements affecting the physical and mental health of minorities which should be collected, analyzed, and reported in a timely manner under health data collection laws;

(4)
Cooperating with the various departments and offices within the Cabinet for Health Services in receiving and disseminating through the Internet aggregate data findings derived through health data analysis which affect minorities;

(5)
Identifying and examining any limitations or problems associated with existing laws, regulations, programs, and services related to the health status of Kentucky's minority populations;

(6)
Planning, developing, and administering a program within the Cabinet for Health Services to focus on targeting preventive care and comprehensive health education for minority populations;

(7)
Coordinating state government activities which focus on the physical and mental health of Kentucky's minority populations; and

(8)
Advising the Governor and the secretary of the Cabinet for Health Services upon any matter which the Governor or the secretary may refer to it.
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
