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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB 203 repeals the levy of additional fees and costs by fiscal courts for the purpose of paying expenses for courthouses, bonds related to them, and administration expenses of the Circuit and District Courts and re-instates the levy of those fees in an amount equal to the maximum amounts permitted by 2000 KY Acts Chapter 545.  This bill is to supersede any conflicting provision of 2000 Kentucky Acts Chapter 524, and will take effect immediately upon becoming law.   

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 203 amends 2000 Kentucky Acts Chapter 545, the 2000-2002 Judicial Branch Budget Bill, to repeal the levy of additional fees and costs by the fiscal court for the purpose of paying expenses for courthouses, bonds related to them, and administration expenses of the Circuit and District Court; creates new sections of KRS Chapter 23A, 24A, and 64 to permit fiscal courts to levy fees and costs for the purpose of paying expenses for courthouses, bonds related to them, and administration expenses of the Circuit and District Court in amounts equal to those permitted by 2000 Kentucky Acts Chapter 545; provides that the provisions of this Act supersede and prevail over any conflicting provisions of 2000 Kentucky Acts Chapter 524, the 2000-2002 Judicial Branch Budget Memorandum; and declares an emergency. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

HB 203 has no fiscal impact due to the fact that the moneys collected under the provisions of this bill are redistributed to the local fiscal courts and do not affect state revenues or expenditures.  
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In addition, please note that the fees codified in HB 203 are currently being collected in 76 of the Commonwealth’s 120 counties. 
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
