On page 3, line 2, after the words "of ethics" but before the period by inserting:

"; and

(e)
A policy to require any person in any department, agency, board, or commission created or funded by any city, county, urban-county government, charter county government, or consolidated local government, or combination thereof, when soliciting or receiving political campaign contributions from any person or entity over whom he or she exercises any form of regulatory oversight to file a report recording that solicitation or contribution with the person or group responsible for the enforcement of the code of ethics by December 31 of each year. If the department, agency, board, or commission is composed of more than one (1) unit of local government and has not adopted its own code of ethics, the person shall make a report to the person or group responsible for the enforcement of the code of ethics in each unit of local government. If the department, agency, board, or commission is composed of more than one (1) unit of local government and has adopted its own code of ethics, the person shall make a report to the person or group responsible for the enforcement of its code of ethics. Each report shall contain at least the person's name and current address, the person's or entity's name who was solicited or who made a contribution, the person's or entity's address, phone number, amount of the solicitation, if any, and the amount of the contribution, if any, and the date the solicitation or contribution was made. The reports shall be considered public records available for inspection by any person under the provisions of KRS 61.870 to 61.884".
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
