Amend KRS 196.220 to permit certain Department of Corrections employees to testify by

means of deposition in certain civil suits.

By allowing employees to testify by means of deposition, this bill will reduce the number and amount of time(s) Department employees must leave their work place to appear in court to testify in civil cases about information in documents created in the ordinary course of business.

There should be a major, positive personnel resource impact resulting from passage of this bill because it will minimize disruption in the work place and allow Department of Corrections’ employees to more closely maintain their work schedule instead of having to leave their work place at the command of a subpoena to attend trial.  There should also be a minor reduction in costs related to travel and over-time and comp-time compensation related to court attendance.
