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AN ACT relating to school curriculum.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 158 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A school council, in accordance with KRS 160.345, or if none exists, the school, may adopt a course of study that includes an elective course in history, civilization, ethics, comparative religion, literature, or other subject area that uses religious or scriptural texts, including the Bible, as instructional material. As an element of the course curriculum, the Ten Commandments, and other religious, literary, or historical documents may be posted, if the posting is appropriate to the overall educational purpose of the course.

(2)
The curriculum and instructional practice of a course using religious or scriptural texts as instructional materials shall:

(a)
Incorporate religious or scriptural texts in a manner that is academic, balanced, and objective, not devotional; and

(b)
Not favor or disfavor religion, or any particular religious belief.
