PURPOSE/MECHANICS

House Bill 261 establishes definitions for manufactured home, mobile home, and recreational vehicle community.  HB 261 also provides that may be used as a place of business, profession, or trade by the owner, lessee, or the assigns of the owner or lessee and may comprise an integral unit or condominium structure.  Additionally, HB 261 allows manufactured or mobile home communities in existence and holding a valid operating permit to continue, and states that the existing internal streets in those communities shall not be subject to setback as long as the existing space between the structure and the interior street is not diminished.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The impact of HB 261 is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  Forty-six of Kentucky's counties have joint planning bodies with city and county participation.  There are another 74 independent planning units in cities across the state.  To the extent that these cities and counties  may have adopted planning and zoning ordinances that are in conflict with the requirements of HB 261, there will be some minimal costs.  Those cities or counties with ordinances in conflict with HB 261 will bear the administrative cost of reviewing their ordinances and passing a new ordinance to comply with HB 261.  Additionally, cities or counties adopting new ordinances to comply with HB 261 will bear the cost of publishing the ordinance in the local paper of record.  The number of counties and cities that have conflicting planning and zoning ordinances is not know, but it is not thought to be very great.  The costs associated with passing the ordinance and publishing in the paper of record are expected to be minimal.
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
