Amend KRS 209.990 to impose criminal penalties against a "person" rather than a "caretaker" who abuses, neglects, or exploits an adult.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This proposed bill expands several offenses involving abuse or exploitation of an adult by a caretaker to any person.  The likely result would be several additional commitments for at least one of the mentioned offenses. The Department of Corrections estimates this bill therefore could result in 2 additional commitments per year with a 5-year sentence with an average time served of 24 months.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the estimates and assumptions cited above, this bill would result in 2 additional inmates in FY02 at a cost of  $35,600, 4 additional inmates in FY03 at a cost of $72,900 and 4 additional inmates in FY04 at a cost of $74,700.
