PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure creates a new section of KRS Chapter 197 to create standards for the treatment of prisoners.  A new section of KRS Chapter 441 creates standards for the treatment of prisoners and requires the Criminal justice Council to study and make recommendations to the General Assembly not later than September 1, 2001 on selected prisoner rights.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of the measure is indeterminable but would likely be minimal.  The measure create a new chapter of KRS 197 to create standards for the treatment of prisoners.  The measure requires the Criminal Justice Cabinet to study and make recommendations to the General Assembly not later than September 1, 2001 on selected prisoner rights issues.

A representative of the Kentucky Jailers Association indicated a minimal fiscal impact should result from this measure.  The association representative indicated that under Kentucky Minimal Standards for Local Jails, jailers are required to adhere to standards created in 501 KAR 3:140 dealing with prisoner rights.  The standards establishes procedures to ensure the protection of rights of prisoners in full-service jails.  The association representative familiar with this measure felt the rights of prisoners, promulgated by the Kentucky Administrative Regulations, would mirror requirements by the measure, therefore creating a minimal, if at all, fiscal impact on local jailers.
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
