Text of Legislation:
Create a new section of KRS Chapter 196 directing the Department of Corrections to promulgate regulations that provide a simplified process for eligible felony offenders to apply for the restoration of their civil rights.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill would require programming to be written by the Governor’s Office for Technology (GOT) to generate and maintain a list of felony offenders eligible for restoration of civil rights.  With this list, the Department of Corrections (DOC) currently has sufficient staff to process the necessary paperwork.  The Department proposes that both the list and the request form be posted on the Corrections’ Website.  This would allow felony offenders to determine when they have reached their Maximum Sentence Expiration Date (the date they become eligible) and also to electronically request Restoration of Civil Rights.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The only significant cost involved with passage of this bill would be necessary programming written by GOT, paid for by the DOC, estimated at approximately $1,000.
