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AN ACT relating to school facilities and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 156 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The Kentucky Board of Education shall develop criteria for the competitive allocation of federal school renovation grants to local school districts. The criteria shall include a weight that gives priority for funds to be allocated to districts that have schools designated as transitional centers under KRS 157.420. The criteria shall apply to the fiscal year 2001 state allocation and each year's allocation thereafter. 

Section 2.   Whereas the Kentucky Board of Education will establish the criteria to allocate the next federal school renovation grants this spring, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act takes effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law.
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
