Text of Legislation:
Create a new section of KRS Chapter 640 to allow the Department of Juvenile Justice to retain custody of a youthful offender until the age of 21 under certain conditions where the youthful offender has been committed by a court to the Department of Corrections.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The Department of Corrections estimates this bill would have a very minor effect upon the number of potential commitments to Corrections, possibly as few as two.  Most juveniles transferred to the DOC are for reasons contained in KRS 640.070 relating to very difficult to handle youths.  This bill would allow the Department of Juvenile Justice, in its discretion and after consultation with the Department of Corrections, to hold these youths until age 21.  The DOC estimates this bill may result in a minor savings related to the cost obviated by not maintaining 2 inmates each year in its prison facilities.



Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the assumptions cited above, this bill would result in 2 fewer inmates being committed to the Department of Corrections each year at a savings of $35,600 in FY02, $36,500 in FY03 and $37,300 in FY04.
