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AN ACT relating to treatment of juvenile sex offenders.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 635.500 TO 635.545 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(a)
Except as provided in paragraph (b) of this subsection, communications between a juvenile sexual offender or member of the offender's family and any person assigned to work in the treatment program shall be privileged from disclosure if the communications are made in the application for, or in the course of, a sexual offender's diagnosis and treatment in the program.
(b)
The communications shall not be privileged from disclosure if the offender consents in writing to the disclosure.
(2)
The privilege created by this section shall not extend to disclosures made:

(a)
For the purpose of determining whether the offender should continue to participate in the program;

(b)
Regarding conduct in which the offender was not a participant; 

(c)
When the communication is related to an ongoing criminal investigation; or

(d)
Related to a homicide.

(3)
The offender shall be informed in writing of the limits of the privilege created by this section.
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
