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AN ACT relating to cities of the first class.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 83 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The legislative body of a city of the first class may administer oaths, issue subpoenas, compel the attendance of witnesses and the production of papers, books, accounts, documents, and testimony, and have the deposition of a witness taken in the manner prescribed by law for taking depositions in civil actions. If a person disobeys or refuses to comply with a subpoena, or if a witness refuses to testify to a matter regarding which he may be lawfully interrogated, the local Circuit Court may, on application of the legislative body, compel obedience by proceedings for contempt in the same manner as in the case of disobedience of the requirements of a subpoena issued from the court or a refusal to testify in the court.

(2)
The legislative body of a city of the first class shall, in the furtherance of a public purpose of the city and not in conflict with a constitutional provision or statute, exercise this power throughout the Commonwealth consistent with the Kentucky Rules of Civil Procedure, Kentucky Rules of Criminal Procedure, and local court rules.

(3)
The legislative body of a city of the first class may delegate this power as it deems appropriate to boards, commissions, committees, or other investigatory bodies duly created pursuant to that city's code of ordinances.
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
