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AN ACT relating to state properties operated by or for purposes of the Department of Kentucky Fish and Wildlife Resources, and making an appropriation related thereto.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 150 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

In a local school district that has a school designated as a transitional center as defined in KRS 157.420 (7), and in which the Commonwealth owns or operates as many as three thousand (3,000) acres in the district for the purposes of the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources, the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources shall pay a fee to the school district in lieu of taxes at the rate of six dollars ($6) per acre for state properties in the district owned or operated for the purposes of the department. The fee shall be paid between November 1, 2001, and December 31, 2001, and during the same period in each year thereafter. This fee shall continue in effect in a district for so long as the revenues provided by the Department for Fish and Wildlife Resources are used by the district to pay bonded indebtedness to replace a school designated as a transitional center.

Section 2.   Notwithstanding the provisions of 2000 Kentucky Acts Chapter 549, (House Bill 502), PART I, OPERATING BUDGET, O. TOURISM DEVELOPMENT CABINET, 87. FISH AND WILDLIFE, there is appropriated from restricted funds in fiscal year 2001-2002 an amount equal to the fee calculated and for the purposes provided in Section 1 of this Act.

Section 3.   The provisions of this Act shall prevail over any conflicting provisions of the 2000 Kentucky Acts Chapter 525 (House Joint Resolution 83), the fiscal biennium 2000-2002 State/Executive Budget Memorandum.
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
