AN ACT relating to fire protection.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 75.400 TO 75.460 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

A fire department may recover reasonable and necessary costs expended for trench rescue and recovery services rendered either within or without the service area of the department. Recoverable costs may include the costs of materials used, equipment rentals, costs of equipment repair or to replace damaged equipment, and the costs of having personnel at the site. This authority shall be used only to recover costs remaining after utilizing any other cost recovery mechanism available to a fire department by statute or administrative regulation or if no other cost recovery mechanism is available and if the costs are not provided for in annual fees or tax receipts. Costs shall first be recovered through a voluntary agreement with the party receiving the services. If a voluntary agreement cannot be reached, a cost recovery action may be filed in the Circuit Court of the county where the services were rendered.
