PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 951 would make some changes in the statutes related to drivers who are under 18.  Among the changes contained in the bill, it would prohibit a licensed driver who is under 18 from operating a motor vehicle between midnight and 6 a.m. unless accompanied by a licensed driver who is over 21.  The bill also would restrict drivers who receive an operator's license prior to their 18th birthday from carrying more than one passenger under the age of 18 for the first six months that the license is valid, with an exception of the driver's immediate family.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 951 is indeterminable, although the effect on local governments would fall mainly on law enforcement agencies because it creates two new traffic violations as noted in the description above.  The legislation could result in some additional work for local law enforcement agencies and components of local court systems.  The number of additional citations that could occur because of this legislation is unknown.
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
