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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

To amend KRS 174.7891 to permit repayment options other than a full lump-sum payment for an osteopathic scholarship for a student who does not fulfill the requirements of the osteopathic medicine program. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Amends KRS 174.7891 to permit repayment options other than a full lump-sum payment for an osteopathic scholarship for a student who does not fulfill the requirements of the osteopathic medicine program.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

HB 335 has no fiscal impact.  The measure conforms the osteopathic medicine program pay back period to be consistent with all other like postsecondary scholarship programs funded by the Kentucky Higher Education Assistance Authority.
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
