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AN ACT proposing an amendment to Section 80 of the Constitution of Kentucky relating to extraordinary sessions of the General Assembly.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   It is proposed that Section 80 of the Constitution of Kentucky be amended to read as follows:


The Governor[He] may, on extraordinary occasions, convene the General Assembly at the seat of government, or at a different place, if that should have become dangerous from an enemy or from contagious diseases. However, prior to convening the General Assembly in an extraordinary session, the Governor shall obtain the approval of a two-thirds of the membership of the Legislative Research Commission. In case of disagreement between the two Houses with respect to the time of adjournment, he may adjourn them to such time as he shall think proper, not exceeding four months. When he shall convene the General Assembly it shall be by proclamation, stating the subjects to be considered, and no other shall be considered.

Section 2.   This amendment shall be submitted to the voters of the Commonwealth for their ratification or rejection at the time and in the manner provided for under Sections 256 and 257 of the Constitution and under KRS 118.415.
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
