Text of Legislation:
Create a new section of KRS Chapter 525 to define animal torture, set penalties for animal torture, prescribe allocation of court costs, create exemptions, and distinguish animal torture from animal cruelty; amend KRS 525.130 to distinguish animal torture from animal cruelty and to exempt certain practices from the definition of animal cruelty.  Create an exception to the animal torture section and the cruelty to animals’ section for animal and pest control.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill creates the crime of animal torture, a Class D felony.  The Department of Corrections has no historical data on which to support an estimate of conviction/incarceration rates and it is anticipated that very few, if any, commitments would result.  Under these circumstances, the Department assumes that passage of such a bill may result in one additional inmate commitment per year with a one-year sentence.



Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the assumptions above, the Department of Corrections estimates that passage of this bill may add one additional inmate per year serving approximately four months until parole eligibility.  Based upon this assumption, the cost to this Department would be approximately $6,000 per year.
