MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB 69/GA clarifies that the regular session means each even-numbered-year regular session for various statutes that relate to items to be included in the submission of the branch budget, the six year road plan, the comprehensive report on legislative compensation, the serving of the notice by the Finance and Administration Cabinet of the amount of any improvement benefit assessment for an urban-county government, the Kentucky River Authority projected six year construction and pre-construction report, the School Facilities Construction Commission statement, the Department of Corrections six year plan submission, the Tobacco Research Board tax levy, the state’s strategic economic development plan, the University of Kentucky condition and operation of the university report, the report of alterations made or planned in a project which is submitted to the Capital Projects and Bond Oversight Committee, the report of the Kentucky Employers’ Mutual Insurance Authority, actuarial soundness report of the Kentucky Workers’ Compensation Funding Commission, the report by the Department of Insurance on the impact of health insurance costs, the report submitted by the Public Officials Compensation Commission, and the issuance of bonds and notes by the Kentucky Higher Education Student Loan Corporation.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

The provisions of HB 69/GA amend KRS 48.100, 48.111, 48.112, 48.185, 176.419, 176.420, 177.376, 6.229, 45A.270, 56.806, 67A.877, 107.140, 151.7282, 157.620, 176.440, 196.081, 248.520, 154.10-090, 164.250, 45.800, 45.760, 342.843, 342.1223, 304.17A-665, 198A.165, 164A.160, 64.780, and 164A.080 to clarify that the regular session means each even-numbered-year regular session for the purposes noted above.
