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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION urging the Finance and Administration Cabinet to study the adequacy of the rates of reimbursement for transcript services provided by court reporters to indigent defendants.

WHEREAS, the Finance and Administration Cabinet sets the rates for reimbursements to court reporters; and

WHEREAS, the rates for reimbursement to court reporters have not been adjusted to reflect any changed economic circumstances; and

WHEREAS, the Finance and Administration Cabinet is qualified to evaluate the adequacy of these reimbursement rates; and

WHEREAS, the adequacy of reimbursement rates for transcript services provided by court reporters needs to be studied in a systematic, thoughtful, and objective manner;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Finance and Administration Cabinet is urged to conduct a study on the adequacy of current reimbursement rates for transcript services provided by court reporters to indigent defendants.

Section 2.   The Finance and Administration Cabinet is urged to collaborate, as necessary, with the Administrative Office of the Courts to accomplish this goal.

Section 3.   The Finance and Administration Cabinet is urged to report their findings to the Legislative Research Commission no later than October 31, 2001.
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
