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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION directing the Interim Joint Committee on Education to study the impact certain provisions in food and beverage service contracts at universities.

WHEREAS, the use of private contractors for the provision of food and beverage services is prevalent at universities throughout the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the appropriateness of provisions, arrangements, and conditions whereby private contractors make concessions, donations, and contributions to the university in order to obtain food and beverage service contracts and agreements with the university has been called into question; and 

WHEREAS, the extent to which food and beverage service contracts and agreements with private contractors at universities impact actual prices of meals to students has not been adequately addressed;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Interim Joint Committee on Education shall study the impact of enhancer or incentive clauses, whether contained in food and beverage service contracts and agreements or not, to determine the effect on actual prices of meals to university students. By September 1, 2001, the committee shall report to the Legislative Research Commission its findings and recommendations.

Section 2.   Provisions of this resolution notwithstanding, the Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof, and to designate a study completion date.
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
