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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION commending the Beaver Creek Native American Tribe, Inc.

WHEREAS, in 1997, the Beaver Creek Native American Tribe, Inc. was founded and incorporated and charged with the responsibility to preserve, practice, and perpetuate the culture of the Lenape Native American people; and

WHEREAS, the Beaver Creek Native American Tribe, Inc. currently has two hundred members and a full council of twenty-one; and

WHEREAS, the Beaver Creek Native American Tribe, Inc. has recently moved from Winnfield, Tennessee, after the installation of their new chief, a resident of Albany, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Beaver Creek Native American Tribe, Inc. seeks to introduce a new craft market into Kentucky, develop an adoption program for tribal orphans, and introduce the history and language of the Native Americans into local school programs; and 

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Native American Heritage Commission shall establish guidelines for future official tribal recognition; and

WHEREAS, the Beaver Creek Native American Tribe, Inc. believes that by eventually being recognized by the Commonwealth of Kentucky and the federal Bureau of Indian Affairs that they would become eligible to receive federal benefits that will be used to create a living, working Native American village that will become a center for cultural enrichment and preservation of their heritage;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Beaver Creek Native American Tribe, Inc. is hereby commended for its activities and the Kentucky Native American Heritage Commission shall establish guidelines for future Native American tribes to receive official recognition.
