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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION urging the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Cabinet to lift the wastewater treatment sanctions against the City of Alexandria.

WHEREAS, in 1996 the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Cabinet placed sanctions on the City of Alexandria prohibiting new connections to the City's wastewater treatment plant; and

WHEREAS, the sanctions have seriously hampered economic growth in the counties of northern Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor of Alexandria, Campbell County officials, and citizens in the area have struggled to find a solution to the wastewater treatment problems that will protect public health and allow economic development to resume; and

WHEREAS, a solution has been found in the selection of a construction site for a new $30 million wastewater treatment plant and in studying how best to repair existing sewer lines;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Cabinet is urged to remove the sanctions imposed in Campbell County as quickly as possible in light of the plans of the Sanitation District 1 to build a new wastewater treatment plant and to determine the extent of problems of inflow and infiltration of existing sewer lines. The Cabinet is urged to lift the sanctions quickly in those areas of the county as improvements to the sewer lines are made.

Section 2.   The Legislative Research Commission is directed to provide a copy of this resolution to the Secretary of the Cabinet.
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
