MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

To create a subcommittee of Appropriations and Revenue to study tax policy issues and report to the Interim Joint

Committee on Appropriations and Revenue.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Creates a subcommittee of Appropriations and Revenue, comprised of 8 members each from the House and Senate, directed to meet the regular meeting date of the Interim Joint Committee on Appropriations and Revenue; directs the subcommittee to study tax policy issues and report its findings and recommendations to the Interim Joint Committee on Appropriations and Revenue prior to the start of the 2002 Regular Session.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

No fiscal impact. The resolution authorizes the task force to employ consultants, but these expenses are met within the existing budget.
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
