A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Fred Capps.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Fred Capps.

WHEREAS, it is with heavy hearts and deep sadness that we mourn the tragic and untimely passing of Commonwealth's Attorney Fred Capps, whose life was abruptly extinguished by a criminal act; and

WHEREAS, Fred Capps, a native of Burkesville, Cumberland County, Kentucky, traversed these earthly bounds on June 5, 2000; he was the devoted husband of Catherine Brown Capps, and he was the loving father of two children, John and Lydia Capps; and

WHEREAS, Fred Capps and his wife, Catherine, graduated together from Western Kentucky University and Chase Law School at Northern Kentucky University, and thereafter practiced law together; and

WHEREAS, Fred Capps was an accomplished lawyer, a dedicated public servant, and a strong voice for his constituents, serving since 1993 as Commonwealth's Attorney for Adair, Casey, Cumberland, and Monroe Counties, where, with Catherine as his assistant Commonwealth's Attorney, they maintained that office with dignity, respect, and honor; and

WHEREAS, Fred Capps demonstrated an unwavering dedication to the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and he served as an inspiration to all his peers, and especially to his fellow Commonwealth's Attorneys, through his endless efforts and tireless commitment to the causes and beliefs he steadfastly supported; and

WHEREAS, Fred Capps contributed countless hours of his energy and time to children's programs, especially the DARE anti-drug-abuse program; and much of his free time was spent coaching the Burkesville Little League baseball teams, insisting upon importing special Alabama red clay to line the infield, and he always made certain that the ball field at Veterans' Park in Burkesville remained mowed; and

WHEREAS, the untimely and tragic passing of Fred Capps, who truly died "in the line of duty," has left a void that can never be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives laments the tragic loss of this distinguished and much-loved public servant, and hereby tenders its condolences to his loving family and many friends.
