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A RESOLUTION honoring and welcoming children of international adoption to the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, in the past, United States citizens desiring to adopt children of international origin were faced with interminable waits which resulted in excessive delays before the adopted child could acquire American citizenship; and

WHEREAS, many citizens in the Commonwealth of Kentucky lovingly adopt children of international origin, and endow upon them the qualities so inherent of Americans in building the essential character of their children, and bestow upon them the freedom that we, as American citizens, are proud to share; and

WHEREAS, on October 30, 2000, President Clinton signed into law legislation that automatically grants American citizenship to children of international adoption by United States citizens living in the country, and this law takes effect on February 27, 2001;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby recognize and applaud the citizens of Kentucky and their adopted children of international origin that are now American citizens. We commend the unselfish dedication and unending devotion these parents have for their adopted children, and we wish to take this opportunity to welcome these children to Kentucky, knowing that their contributions to our great Commonwealth will have lasting effect.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, February 27, 2001, we do so in honor of children of international origin adopted by citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
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
