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A RESOLUTION urging the United States Congress and the United States Department of Agriculture to require that all type 31 burley tobacco be graded by a federal grader, and that a grading fee be collected on all tobacco sold.

WHEREAS, the long-term prosperity of tobacco farmers and the tobacco program are directly related; and

WHEREAS, direct contracting of tobacco places immediate stress on the tobacco program; and

WHEREAS, producers who choose not to contract are forced to pay increasingly higher grading fees to compensate for producers who contract; and

WHEREAS, producers who contract and reject a contract price have the option of using the traditional warehouse and federal grading system;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Kentucky General Assembly urges the United States Congress and the United States Department of Agriculture to require that all type 31 burley tobacco sold be graded by a federal grader, and that a grading fee be collected on all tobacco sold.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives is directed to send copies of this Resolution to the Secretary of the United States Department of Agriculture, and to the members of Kentucky's Congressional Delegation.
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
