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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Elizabeth Ann Horlander.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Elizabeth Ann Horlander, and we pause in silent reverence for her soul.

WHEREAS, Elizabeth Ann Horlander was born on November 21, 1953, a lifetime resident of Shively, Jefferson County, Kentucky, and she traversed these earthly bounds on June 10, 2000; and

WHEREAS, Elizabeth Ann Horlander was the adored daughter of Gladys E. Napper and the late Joseph L. Napper; she was the beloved wife of twenty-six years to Representative Dennis L. Horlander; she was the proud and devoted mother of a son, Justin L. Horlander, and two daughters, Jennifer A. and Jessica K. Horlander; and she was the loving sister of two brothers, Martin J. Napper and Richard A. Napper, and a sister, Mari K. Napper Rixman; and

WHEREAS, Elizabeth Ann Horlander graduated from St. Denis Catholic School where she was a member of the Girl Scouts of America, and she graduated from Angela Merici Catholic High School in 1971, where she was also crowned prom queen; and

WHEREAS, Elizabeth Ann Horlander was an esteemed and active member of the Shively and Jefferson County communities where she was a devout member of St. Helen's Catholic Church; and since 1975, she had been co-owner of Hair Five; she was past co-chair of the Shively Pride Committee; past member of the Holy Cross High School Board of Directors; past member of the Grievance Committee for St. Helen's Catholic Church; Member-at-Large of the Kentucky Democratic Party; past member of Jefferson Discovery '87, a program established by the Jefferson County Fiscal Court; past member of Harbor House, which serves the mentally handicapped; she was a volunteer for the American Cancer Society; she co-chaired the Shively Jail-a-thon, and she was a volunteer for the Kentucky Organ Donor Association; and

WHEREAS, Elizabeth Ann Horlander's heart disease was discovered by her family physician, Dr. Michael J. Becker; her cardiologist was Dr. Rudolph Licandro, and under the auspices of Dr. Brian Ganzel, she underwent heart transplant surgery at Jewish Hospital in Louisville, Kentucky, on June 15, 1990, the seventy-fifth heart transplant in the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and her transplant coordinator was Judy Brohm, RN, who prepared her for surgery, coordinated the activity when the time came for her transplant, and continued with follow-up care after the transplant; and

WHEREAS, words cannot fully express the wonderful care and kindness given Elizabeth Ann Horlander by her most capable physicians, and the expertly trained Jewish Hospital medical staff; the kindness and expertise demonstrated throughout her illness greatly enhanced the quality of her life; and

WHEREAS, a life spent worthily should be measured by deeds, not years, and through her compassion, self-sacrifice, enthusiasm, and genuine love and concern for her fellow man, Elizabeth Ann Horlander is worthy of the highest commendation; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Elizabeth Ann Horlander has left a void that cannot be filled, and she is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Elizabeth Ann Horlander, and extends to her family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
