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A RESOLUTION saluting the City of Monticello on the year of its 200th anniversary.

WHEREAS, the City of Monticello, in Wayne County, was established as the county seat when Wayne County was formed in 1800 and named for Thomas Jefferson's home by Colonel Micah Taul, United States Senator and veteran of the War of 1812; and

WHEREAS, Mayor Kenneth D. Catron, the citizens of Monticello, and the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky are proud of this historic heritage; and

WHEREAS, the seven thousand citizens of Monticello, through their honest, hard work and dedication, have built upon that historic foundation first established by their forefathers and have, in that same spirit of historic consciousness, labored without cessation to ensure that Monticello remains a thriving, progressive community; and

WHEREAS, this is the year of the 200th anniversary of the founding of the City of Monticello;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   That the House of Representatives salutes the historic City of Monticello in Wayne County on the occasion of the 200th anniversary of its founding and joins with its citizens in celebration.
