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A RESOLUTION urging the Commonwealth, its agencies, and political subdivisions, to include in certain contracts a provision that if steel products are to be used in the performance of the contract, only those domestically manufactured steel products shall be used.

WHEREAS, the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky deserve the highest quality and best value for their tax dollars; and

WHEREAS, the steel products manufactured in the United States are recognized as the finest quality made anywhere in the world; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky recognize that tax dollars spent on public projects throughout the Commonwealth and used to purchase steel products of foreign origin weakens an industry vital to the working men and women, strength, and security of our nation;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body recognizes that the United States is one of the leading nations in steel manufacturing in the world, and that this industry provides jobs and family income for thousands of people in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

Section 2.   The economy and general welfare of the Commonwealth of Kentucky and its people, as well as the economy, general welfare, and national security of the United States, are inseparably related to the preservation of the manufacturing of steel in this Commonwealth and in many other states.

Section 3.   This honorable body urges that all governmental agencies throughout the Commonwealth of Kentucky, should, at all times, promote the development and uses of steel products manufactured in Kentucky and the United States to stimulate and improve the economic well-being of this nation and its people.

Section 4.
