Text of Legislation:
Amend KRS 218A.1412 relating to trafficking in controlled substance in the first degree to add flunitrazepam (rohypnol); amend KRS 218A.1415 relating to possession of a controlled substance in the first degree to add flunitrazepam (rohypnol).

Add new Section 3, amending KRS 218A.1432 to provide a definition of "chemicals" in subparagraph (1)(b).



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The bill as amended and passed would have no additional impact other than that identified in the original bill.  The Department of Corrections averages 80 commitments per year for Trafficking and Possession of a Schedule I drug (non-narcotic drugs) with a 3-year sentence.  An estimated 10 percent increase in convictions resulting from passage of this bill would result in 8 additional inmates in FY02, 14 in FY03, and 14 in FY04.  Three (3) year sentences result in an average time served of 14.3 months.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The fiscal impact of 8 additional inmates in FY02 would be $194,000.  The cost for 14 additional inmates in FY03 would be $347,600 and the cost for 14 additional inmates in FY04 would be $356,000.
