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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HFA #1 to 2001 RS SB 108/HCS creates a new section of KRS 158.070 providing an administrator of a school participating in the Federal School Breakfast Program may authorize up to fifteen minutes of the six hour instructional day for children to eat breakfast.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HFA #1 to 2001 RS SB 108/HCS creates a new section of KRS 158.070 providing an administrator of a school participating in the Federal School Breakfast Program may authorize up to fifteen minutes of the six hour instructional day if necessary to provide the opportunity for children to eat breakfast who would otherwise not be able to do so because of school bus schedules.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HFA #1 to 2001 RS SB 108/HCS has no fiscal impact.  HFA #1 to 2001 RS SB 108/HCS states, “…the administrator of a school that participates in the Federal School Breakfast Program may authorize up to fifteen (15) minutes of the six (6) hour instructional day if necessary to provide the opportunity for children to eat breakfast…”  The provisions of HFA #1 to 2001 RS SB 108/HCS, if implemented by an administrator of a school, reduce the number of minutes in the total instructional day.  There are no additional costs incurred.
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
