Amend printed copy of SENATE BILL NO. 154

On page 1, line 13, after the period "." insert "Except as provided in subsection (4) of this section," and change the uppercase word "A" to a lowercase word "a"; and

On page 1, between lines 15 and 16, insert two new subsections to read as follows:

"(4)
The owner of a vehicle placed out-of-service under this section shall make a good faith effort to have the missing or defective rear impact guard and rear impact protection installed, replaced, or repaired as soon as possible from the date the vehicle is placed out-of-service. If, upon taking the vehicle to a dealer, mechanic, garage, or other repair facility, the owner is informed that the rear impact guard and rear impact protection is not in stock and must be ordered, the vehicle shall be permitted to continue to operate on the highways of the Commonwealth subject to the following restrictions:

(a)
Upon being informed that the rear impact guard and rear impact protection is not in stock and must be ordered, the owner shall pay for the part and obtain a written receipt that the rear impact guard and rear impact protection has been ordered;

(b)
The receipt given to the owner shall include a date certain, not to exceed three (3) months from the date the rear impact guard and rear impact protection is ordered, documenting when the part will be available to be installed, replaced, or repaired; and

(c)
The receipt shall be carried in the out-of-service vehicle, and made readily available for inspection, at all times the vehicle is in operation on the highways of the Commonwealth.

(5)
If an owner fails to have the rear impact guard and rear impact protection installed within seven (7) days from the date the part ordered under subsection (4) becomes available, the vehicle shall be parked immediately and shall not be operated on the highways of the Commonwealth until the missing or defective rear impact guard and rear impact protection is installed, replaced, or repaired."
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
