On page 3, by inserting the following after line 2:

"(6)
Every pharmacy shall post a notice to patients stating that any pharmacist may refuse to dispense any medication or device that may terminate a pregnancy based on moral, religious, or professional grounds. The notice shall also state that the pharmacist is required to provide a referral to a pharmacy, pharmacist, or other dispensing health care provider known to dispense the medication or device. The notice shall be typed on a document no less than eight (8) inches by ten (10) inches using a font size of no less than twelve (12) characters per inch. The notice shall be displayed in a manner that is easily viewed by the patient.

(7)
Every pharmacist who objects to dispensing a medication or device that may terminate a pregnancy shall provide the patient with a referral to another pharmacy, pharmacist, or other dispensing health care provider known to dispense the medication or device.

(8)
Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, no pharmacist or pharmacy shall deny any medication or device that may terminate a pregnancy if an emergency exists that threatens the health or life of the patient.".
