PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 378 requires that all road and bridge projects in the Six-Year Road Plan must follow certain construction standards.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 378 is indeterminable, but the impact on local governments should be minimal because most projects in the Six-Year Road Plan are funded from state and federal sources.  This measure requires that highways and bridges built under the plan must meet or exceed Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) standards.  It also requires that the state Transportation Cabinet follow American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials policy guidelines regarding design.  According to various sources, projects in the Six-Year Road Plan generally follow AASHTO and FHWA standards except in a few instances where certain circumstances, such as environmental considerations, would prompt the need for a variance.
